In addition to classrooms, the school will have two
computer labs, language, math and science lab, as well as music and art rooms.

“In Gondi we believe it is our duty to give when we can, especially to those pillar of society-- youth and
education. Only then will this world and Mexico move forward. And, we see this as an investment, not
necessarily as an act of generosity. We are happy to invest in this project that we are confident will bring
benefits that go beyond the value of money or material goods,” indicated Alejandro Gonzalez, Vice
President, Grupo Gondi.
